Who can attend? 
Scouts must have a current BSA membership with a Boy 
Scout Troop  and... 
• Be at least First Class Scouts. 
• Be at least 12 years of age by the first day of the jam-

boree or an 11 year old that has graduated the 6th 
grade, but has not reached their 18th birthday by the 
last day of the jamboree. 

• Be approved by the unit leader and local council. 
• Participate in a pre-jamboree training experience. 
• Have filed a Jamboree Personal Health and Medical 

record with the council jamboree committee before the 
pre-jamboree training. 

• Submit all registration fees per the local council's pay-
ment schedule 

 
Estimated Cost 
The estimated cost for participants including travel, pre-
Jamboree touring and Jamboree fees is $1,550 +/-10%.
